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Improvement of elderly cancer patients’ treatment is an acute issue in oncology. The
results of stage lll rectal and colon cancer complex treatment are far from being satisfac-
tory in this category of patients. in this connection the search for new adjuvant drugs sup-
plementing radio and chemotherapy is urgent. The article describes pioneer experience in
complex radical treatment of elderty cancer patients with immunomaodutater Vilon includ-
ed into the scheme of treatment. The obtained preliminary results of investigation suggest
recommendation of Vilon application to increase 2-year survival of patients, prevention of
past-operative complications, remote complications, recurrences and tumor dissemina-
tion, as well as the improvement of the quality of life after employment of aggressive meth-

ods of treatment.
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
